This paper reports on an attempt at open modeling in discourse analysis
carried out simultaneously on narration and enunciation. The analysis of
Narrative Strategies in Stories and Speech (SNR) was developed on the basis of
interdisciplinary borrowings and the examination of discourse practices,
whose objective was to identity transformation strategies. The operations
investigated are defined in terms of the respective position of enun-ciators and
of their socio-institutional situation in their fields. The paper sets out to expose
the methodological progression of adjusting concepts and analytical tools as
they confront heterogeneous materials and fields - therapeutic interviews,
position documents in social policiy.
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
