Under what conditions can procedures for observation and analysis account
for social changes in progress ? Delays in recording and modes of general
statistic analysis make their use impossible. Less complex instruments also
pose problems: "AGORAMETRIE" reduces social change to changes in public
opinion; " SEMIOMETRIE " builds normative typologies based on
psycholinguistic presuppositions ; DELPHI limits change to the consequences of
technological innovation. Contemporary phenomena as observed are complex
and heterogeneous : the study of social transformation in progress is still to be
constructed.
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
