Housing is not a consumer product like any other, and the attachment both in
terms of emotions and identity which can be produced by a place lived in, and
the meanings attributed to it go beyond its physical framework and its
commercial value. In particular, the perception that "households" have when
confronted with the question of their residential possibilities is profoundly
marked by the way in which preceding generations of families confronted the
question, found solutions, and transmitted their experiences. Based on a
number of individual and family biographies centred around the residential
question, this paper sets out to show the ways in which family residential space
is an element of the social construction of individuals and how these family
residential experiences set up residential strategies which in turn are
constitutive elements of family ties.
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
