In this paper, we propose to consider the family domain in the manner of a
field, that is, as a structured social space of positions, defined by the issues and
interests which specifically mobilize different types of agents, be they
individuals, groups or institutions. Considered first in relation to the
investment by actual families in the labor of human reproduction, the
dynamics of such a field is also examined in relation to the investment of
agents outside of homes, should these agents belong to the network of close
relations (parents, friends, neighbours, colleagues) or fall within the
framework of more formal relationships (public agents dispensing family
services in school, health, psychosocial, legal or community organizations).
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
