In this paper, we will see how the aging of the working population is
differentiated from that of the total population. This may seem to be
self-evident in that the working population excludes the youngest and the
oldest. But as the working population makes up only two thirds of the
population considered to be of working age, the mechanisms which structure
this exclusion from the labour market must be examined more closely. These
mechanisms reveal both the social relationships at the level of the society as a
whole and those which more specifically structure the world of work and
employment. This analysis makes it possible to affirm that the aging of the
active labour force will be a major issue in the decades to come and that it is
necessary to record its insertion into social relationships so as to shift the
debate from the demographic ground to that of the social issues relating to the
criteria for the allocation of resources among the different social groups.
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
