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Article abstract
This paper examines theoretical issues linked to the definition of youth from
the broad perspective of the organization of age categories and generational
dynamics. It proposes a multidimensional approach to youth, which leads to
the identification of the temporal space occupied by the young, in the following
axes: - one's stage of life orients one in a largely unknown direction, open to the
future, - relationships with other generations ensure a point of anchor with the
past through kinship, - group identification with one generation, by means of
various forms of groups, acts as an intermediary in the appropriation of social
time and results in the construction of the present. This leads to an
examination of the complexity of the links between these three dimensions.
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
