The sexual revolution has had a limited success, and what can be said of the
situation today? Sexuality seems to be blocked at the level of fantasies and
practiced relatively little as pleasure. Some explanations of this failure in the
liberalization of morals are discussed: inequality of men and women, the
naturalization and privatization of sexuality, the combination sex/love and the
ambiguity regarding sexual violence. Finally, a question is asked: how can
different sexual expressions be unlocked and a multisexual society be
envisaged?
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
