As a postmodern statement, Queer theory proposes a break with the tradition
of rational knowledge which appeared with Plato. Platonian philosophy
proposes a theory of subject which, in the name of homo-eroticism, claims the
monopoly on legitimate knowledge. With the postmodern re-establishement of
the ancient connection between Eros and discourse, the subject leaves the field
of philosophy to take its place in the field of rhethoric. By means of a
comparison of Platonism and Queer theory, the reconfiguration of intellectual
issues raised by the abandonment of the elementary parameters of rational
thought is examined.
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
