I have assumed the role of 
Editor-in-Chief working alongside Olivier 
Bégin-Caouette as Éditeur francophone and 
Sharon Hu as Journal Manager. Walter Archer

We thank the authors for their pa-
tience during the transition period as our team 
has settled into our new roles and navigated our 
way through the OJS platform.
