The author proposes a three-dimensional analysis, which he refers to as "trois
phénoménologies distinctes", to discuss the thorny issue of defining
translation. First, within the framework of a linguistic or semantic
phenomenology, he looks at the different uses of the term "translation".
Second, he uses a psychological phenomenology to examine the
psycho-linguistic functions. Finally, he resorts to a philosophical
phenomenology to study the parameters and the limits when it comes to
conceptualizing translation.
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
