John Clement Ball is the editor of SCL./ ELC and an associate professor of
English at the University of New Brunswick. In the 1980s, he worked in the pub-
lishing industry in Toronto, including stints with the Association of Canadian
Publishers and as Director of the Literary Press Group. He has published widely
on postcolonial and Canadian literatures.

Stephen Cain is completing a Ph.D dissertation at York University on the
literary identities of Coach House and House of Anansi between 1967 and 1982.

(Coach House, 1999).
